FINANCIAL UPDATE

Through June 2010, the total income received is less than the total income in 2009 by $5,000.  The total expenses for 2010 are more than the total expenses in 2009 by almost $400. Year to date expenses in 2010 have exceeded income by $17,863; the deficit for the same time period last year was $12,479.
We also want to inform you that we are not receiving adequate funds in 2010 to cover our mortgage payments.  Our mortgage payments, year to date through June 2010, have been $14,500 and we have received only $10,736.  Therefore, our mortgage payments have exceeded the contributions received for those mortgage payments by $3,764.
We count on your pledges to meet our expenses.  Please keep your pledges up to date.  Also, please prayerfully consider contributing above your pledge amount, so that we can balance the budget for 2010 and can also cover the cost of the mortgage payments (building fund) due in 2010.

Confirmation Koinonia Retreat
A Koinonia retreat for those students who have completed the educational requirements for Confirmation, and who wish to take vows to continue to be active Christians (that is, vow to attend church regularly and continue to be active in church activities) will be held the weekend of September 10th to 12th.

 (The Rite of Confirmation is not appropriate for students who plan to drop out or stop attending church regularly after classes have been completed.)
