Dear Sunday School Parents:

In addition to the regular Sunday school classes, throughout the year various activities are provided for the children and their families to participate in together.  In order to continue to offer the children these activities again this year it is necessary to seek additional help to make these activities a success.  It is requested that each family sign up for at least three ways to help during the 2009-2010 school year.  Prior to each event, you will be contacted to let you know what your family can help with.  There will be someone in the Narthex on September 20th to accept the completed forms and to answer any questions you may have.

Our Sunday school has an open door policy. Please feel free to come in and visit your child’s class at any time. This year there will be an Open House Sunday for each grade to have parents attend their child(ren)’s class(es) on a specific date. That class will then also be participating in the 10:30 service and hosting a coffee afterwards. We hope you will join your child(ren) to worship as a family on those days.
